Recent comments from the AG’s office on 59.20 complaints: 

 

1. Trees—Trees in/on common areas in a park are the park owner’s responsibility to main-

tain, prune, trim, cut down when dangerous.  Language in 59.20 needs to be made more  

clear on removal of trees on a resident’s individual lot, when originally planted by park 

ownership. 

2. MHOA window signs—Language in 59.20 needs to be made more clear on whether or 

not placing a MHOA sign (or other signs in a resident’s window) is a violation of park 

rules on ―advertising‖. 

3. Ice and snow removal—59.20.130 Duties of landlord states a landlord has a duty to 

―maintain common premises…‖, ―keep shared or common premises reasonably clean, 

sanitary, and safe from defects to reduce the hazards of fire or accidents‖, ―maintain roads 

… in good condition‖.  This language would suggest a park owner would be required to 

plow streets, shovel snow, put down chemicals or sand to protect residents.  Again, lan-

guage in 59.20 needs to be made more clear, as most owners don’t clear common areas.

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 KNOW YOUR RIGHTS  
 

Per legal counsel opinion 

 

1. Few residents who live in a manu-

factured/mobile home know 

RCW59.20 (the Manufactured 

Landlord/Tenant Law), or their 

rights or the rights of the owner of 

the park.  Residents are often re-

luctant to take action to defend 

their rights for fear of retaliation 

by the park owner or manager.  

Residents need to know that re-

taliation is prohibited under 

RCW59.20.070(5).  A landlord 

may not evict a tenant, terminate a 

rental agreement, decline to renew 

an agreement, increase rent or 

other tenant obligations, decrease 

services, or modify park rules in 

retaliation for a tenant filing suit or 

making a complaint to any govern-

ment authority.  You cannot be 

evicted for requesting an owner to 

comply with the law, or for partici-

pating in any tenant organization, 

whether a park social club, a 

Homeowner’s Association, or a  

MHOA Chapter.  Call the AG’s

Fair Housing Q&A for Manufactured 

Home Residents 
 

Fair housing laws cover veterans and those in the mili-

tary, who is included — an honorably discharged vet-

eran or an active or reserve member in any branch  of 

the military.  WA State Law prohibits discrimination on 

the basis of veteran or military status only when a dis-

charge has been honorable. 

 

There are a number of federal protections on the basis 

of veteran status.  For example, the federal Service 

Members Civil Relief Act protects service members 

from eviction while the member is in a period of mili-

tary service.  A landlord should not deny rental to a 

service member or reservist based on the assumption 

that he or she would be called to active duty before the 

terms of the lease are completed.  Similarly, a real es-

tate agent should not steer or persuade a service mem-

ber to buy a home in a certain area simply because of its 

proximity to a military base or other military families. 

 

As a housing provider, what should I know about vet-

eran and military status discrimination—with the large 

number of veterans returning from Iraq, Afghanistan, 

and other places, it is important to protect these indi-

viduals from harmful, preconceived, and stereotyped 

notions about veterans and people serving in  the mili-

tary.  A housing provider must not negatively consider 

veteran or military status when making housing-related 

decisions. 
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Legislative Action Team Participants 

The 2009 House and Senate legislative sessions are now in progress.  We have sev-

eral bills proposed.  

 

1.  Three year notice of closure ñcurrent law gives homeowners 12 months, a three 

year notice would improve a homeownerõs opportunity to plan for the future and 

find a place to relocate their manufactured unit.  It would also provide a better 

opportunity for a build - up of resources in the Stateõs Relocation Fund. 

2.  RCW59.20 ñthe Manufactured/Mobile Home Landlord Tenant law has ambiguities 

and grey areas which have become evident as a result of the past yearõs com-

plaints by residents under RCW59.30 (the Dispute Resolution  Program Bill we 

were able to get passed into last in 2007).  Our bill proposes revised language to 

help clarify these grey areas.  

3.  Notice provision as an addition to HB1621 ñthat when a park owner decides to 

sell a park or the park might sell, the tenants would be notified so they can 

make a legitimate offer to purchase the community (not a right of first refusal), 

just a notice provision to enhance last yearõs legislation that encourages commu-

nity owners to sell to homeownerõs associations. 

4.  Voluntary commitment to maintain communities for at least 10 years ñan attempt 

to encourage a voluntary opportunity for owners which would exempt them from 

paying property taxes if they promised to maintain their manufactured housing 

community for at least 10 years.  

 

We are also gathering statistics and information to support two bills we hope to drop 

next January, Manager Certification and Rent Justification.  

 

We encourage all Manufactured Home Parks to organize and sponsor legislative fo-

rums to discuss our legislative efforts with your local senators and representatives, 

mayors, and city and county council members.  

  

We are grateful for your aggressive support these past three years from all MHP 

residents who supportive our efforts in Olympia and hope you will be there again this 

coming year. Thank you.  

  

The Legislative Action Team is members like you in the 49 Legislative Districts in 

the State of Washington -  Together we can make a Difference.  
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Presidentõs Message 

MHOA continues to add new members each month, with 209 new members in 2008.  Unfortu-

nately, year-end statistics for 2008 show 463 out of 1,724 renewal applications were not re-

turned (27%).  There are a number of reasons why some of our long time members are not re-

newing their MHOA membership:  1. death or incapacity, 2. sale of their home, 3. compla-

cency, 4. a lack of understanding of the value MHOA brings to each manufactured home resi-

dent, and 5. the ongoing closure of parks throughout the state. 

 

It is estimated there are over 100,000 residents of Manufactured Home Parks in our state, but 

MHOA has only 1,752 members.  There are 2,437 Manufactured Home Parks in MHOA’s data-

base, but only a few parks with an active MHOA Chapter or Homeowner’s Association.  Our 

state MHOA Officers, District Directors, current Chapter Presidents and Trustees work 

 diligently to visit parks and pass along information about MHOA and help address problems 

with managers and/or owners.  Many residents in parks are senior citizens or low income resi-

dents.  An annual fee of $24 to join MHOA seems to be a burden for residents but the value of 

joining MHOA far out weighs this nominal cost.  One of my goals for 2008 was to call upon 

each current MHOA member to take upon themselves the goal of recruiting one additional 

MHOA member (thinking we could go from 1,800 members to 3,600 members).  Unfortu-

nately, very few members have helped us reach this goal.  This will be a continuing goal for 

2009.  Please help MHOA grow stronger, talk to your neighbors, convince them to join MHOA.  

If your fellow residents need information about MHOA, refer them to our website at 

www.mhoa.net, or have them e-mail us at mhoa2002@donbobi.net or call our office at (360) 

373-2436. 

 

Your MHOA officers and chairpersons attend meetings with the  Senior Lobby, Washington 

Low Income Alliance, Factory Assembled Structures, The LAT, LAT Planning Committee, and 

Stakeholder’s meetings with the Attorney General.  Our MHOA office volunteers put hours and 

hours in the MHOA office, all with no salary. 

 

Everyday the telephone rings and we receive e-mails, with problems residents are experiencing.  

Many of our residents are senior citizens or young families, not experienced with RCW59.20, 

their rights, and how to deal with problems in their parks, managers, owners, or neighbors.  

Calls continue to deal with maintenance issues; ever increasing rents; problems with managers 

and owners; pets; standing water;  trees; discrimination in the enforcement of rules and regula-

tions; unauthorized entry onto leased lots; evictions; lack of snow and ice removal, and requests 

for information from and about MHOA. 

 

In June 2008 we sent out a MHOA Alert asking for each chapter to update their list of officers 

of their MHOA Chapter or Homeowner’s Association, and advise the MHOA office (ONLY A 

FEW PARKS RESPONDED).  Each MHOA Chapter is supposed to hold an annual election of 

officers per their by-laws and report their newly elected slate of officers to the MHOA office.  

If you have not yet updated the state office, please call or e-mail us with a list of your current 

officers, complete with addresses, space numbers, phone and e-mail numbers. numbers.

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  BEWARE THE NEW PARK OWNER  

There are two things we are seeing around the state when a park is sold and 

changes hands. 

 

First—the new owner or manager comes around and tells residents that because 

the park is now under new management or ownership, the residents must sign a 

new rental agreement.  If you are currently living in a park, you should have a 

lease, and your are not required by law to sign a new rental agreement.  

RCW59.20 (the Manufactured Landlord/Tenant Law) says ―any rental agreement, 

of whatever duration shall automatically renew for the term of the original rental 

agreement‖.  When a buyer purchases a park they are buying all the rental agree-

ments as they stand, knowing full well that they exist and what they say. 

 

If an owner, or manager presents you with a new rental agreement, be sure to look 

it over very carefully.  If you feel it changes your living arrangements in any way 

that is not acceptable to you, DO NOT SIGN IT!  If management persists, refer 

them to RCW59.20.090(1)(a).  We here at MHOA are not attorneys, however as 

we have had it explained many times to us, and as we understand it, an agreement 

signed under duress is not enforceable.  If you have been harassed or threatened  

with an eviction if you resisted signing a new rental agreement and as a result you 

did sign a new agreement that your are not happy with, you may want to file a 

complaint with the Washington Attorney General’s Office, which such action 

could be a violation under RCW59.30 (the Dispute Resolution Program).  This 

could also be a case of unfair business practices, which may be of interest to HUD 

and the Civil Liberties Union.

Senior benefits 

 

There is an online service called BenefitsCheckUp at www.benefitscheckup.org, that 

identifies benefits open to people 55 and older.  Its website covers more than 1,150 

public and private programs that help with health care, utility costs, and other essen-

tial needs. 

Visitors to the site can fill out a confidential questionnaire and get a personalized re-

port listing programs for which they may qualify.  The report also tells how to apply 

for these programs. 

BenefitsCheckUp, a service of the National Council on Aging, does not determine 

anyone’s eligibility for benefits.  Applicants must deal directly with sponsoring 

groups to find out if they qualify. 

 

If anyone of you have an ideas on information or other benefits for seniors or low in-

come residents we can publish, please call the MHOA office with the information. 
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Safe and Warm 

 Are space heaters at least 3 feet away from walls, sofas, and anything else that can burn? 

 Has your chimney been inspected or cleaned in the past 12 months? 

 If you have a fireplace, does it have a sturdy screen to catch sparks? 

 Has your heating system been professionally inspected or serviced in the past 12 months? 

 Does your home have carbon monoxide (CO) alarms outside each sleeping area? 

Smoking Materials 

 Do you ask smokers to smoke outside? 

 If anyone smokes in your home, do you have large, deep, sturdy ashtrays? 

 Are matches and lighters up high, out of sight and reach of children? 

Hazardous Materials 

 Are paints, gasoline, and other flammable liquids stored away from flames and sparks? 

 Is gasoline stored outside the home in a separate shed or garage, in an approved container? 

 Is your storage shed or garage clean—no oily rags or open paint cans, no empty cardboard boxes? 

House Wiring 

 Do the tripping points of your fuses or breakers match the capacity of the circuits they protect (have 

them inspected professionally). 

 Do you test bathroom, kitchen and carport or garage ground fault circuit interrupters (GFCIs) each 

month? 

 Are the smoke alarms in your home more than 10 years old.  If so, replace them, or call your local area 

Fire Marshall, they may replace these for you for free. 

 Do you have smoke alarms installed in your home and outside each sleeping area, do you have alarms 

with flashing lights for people who are hard of hearing? 

 Have you checked the batteries in your smoke alarm (minimum once per year), do you have a home fire 

escape plan, do you practice it every six months?

MHOA Means Helping One Another 
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Minutes of Executive Board Meeting 
January 10, 2009, Azelea Gardens MHP 

(Edited for Publication in MHL) 

 
President Bob Burton called the meeting to order at 10:00 AM. 

 

Pledge of allegiance 

 

Introduction of MHOA state officers, district directors, and Cathie Caldwell and Jake Bernstein from the Attorney 

General’s Office. 

 

Cathie Caldwell talked about the 2008 complaint results from RCW59.30 (the Dispute Resolution Program – 

passed in 2007).  1.  12% no violation, 2. 16% outside the AG’s jurisdiction, 3. 21% dropped out of the process, 4. 

11% moved forward.  The Ag’s goal for 2009 is education and negotiation because litigation is very expensive.  

Cathie and Jake also talked about the following: 

 

Tree removal – landlords are responsible for safety and hazards in ―common areas only‖.  Trees planted on indi-

vidual lots are not covered and the AG cannot issue fines for trees on a resident lot.  They do attempt to negotiate 

with landlords on this issue. 

MHOA window signs – Are they advertising, is it in 59.20.045, and is it enforceable? Answer was questionable 

(note – if landlords object to residents placing MHOA signs in windows, residents should file a complaint with the 

AG. 

Snow and ice removal – big topic throughout all parks.  MHOA is urging all residents, members, to ask manage-

ment (in writing) to put together a written plan for response to the issue of snow removal, plowing, shoveling, ap-

plication of  sand, chemicals, etc. for next year. 

Rent increases – is there a limit on rent increases per year?  The standard is once per year, 90 day’s notice prior to 

resident’s anniversary date, except for special increases for utility and real property costs.  If a resident is on a 

month-to-month lease, rent an be raised monthly.  No limitation in the law on how much rent can be increased. 

Removal of amenities (ie swimming pools, clubhouses, tennis courts, laundry rooms, etc.) – There is no restric-

tion on a landlord against removing an amenity, no language on a reduction in rent for removing an amenity. 

Reading and approval of the minutes of the last Executive Board Meeting held at Richland MHP, November 8, 

2008. 

Reading and approval of the Treasurer’s report. 

 

State Presidents report  - Bob stated there were 516 members on their database which are in arrears out of 1,752 

members.  It is the Chapter Vice-president’s job to recruit new members and support renewals. 

Bob reported he has visited 24 different parks since May 2008 and cautioned all MHOA officers to be very careful 

about what they say to residents, MHOA officers are not attorneys.  MHOA still needs volunteers for Districts 1, 7 

& 8, a vp East, and various committee chairpersons.  Bob discussed MHOA’s Resident Questionnaire and encour-

age residents to fill out and mail in the questionnaire.  Bob has updated the Executive Committee MHOA Manual 

and distributed it to existing MHOA officers and District Directors.  (MHOA NEEDS NEW MEMBERS!) 

 

Ken Newton gave a report on the by-law committee.  We hope to have changes to the by-laws ready for the March 

2008 meeting so presidents and trustees can take the proposed changes back to their membership for comments.  

The proposed revised by-laws will be voted on at the May 2009 annual meeting.  Ken asked for volunteers to help 

on this committee.

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Resident Tips 

1. Safe and Secure—More than six million US homes are broken into each year. A few simple steps 

can help make your home less appealing to those who want to get their hands on what is yours. 

 Closing your shades will keep prying eyes from seeing the goods in your home. 

 Leave a radio  and a light burning if you leave your home for more than a few minutes. 

 Put your address only—not your name– on your mailbox.  Burglars can use your name to find 

out your phone number and then call to see if you are home. 

 Be careful with your trash, if you get an expensive new item, cut the box into small pieces and 

mix it with other paper recycling or trash.  Shred all your personal financial information. 

 Install high-quality deadbolts on  all exterior doors, including the one that leads from the ga-

rage or carport to inside your home. 

 Use a safe deposit box at a bank, or a heavy safe that can be bolted to your floor for all valu-

ables, including jewelry, important documents, and firearms. 

 Installing an alarm is a great way to keep burglars at bay, but even pretending to use one can 

work wonders.  Signs in front of your home or stickers on your windows will let thieves know to keep 

away. 

 Let a trusted neighbor or relative know when you are going to be gone on vacation, have them 

come check your house frequently while you are gone. Notify the post office to hold your mail while 

you are gone, cancel your newspaper while you are gone.  DO NOT GIVE THE PARK MANAGER A 

KEY TO YOUR HOME!
